1 Tollinduded kauba ja muude artiklite suhtes

1.1 Tollivormistamiseks néutavad dokumendid on kauba
saatedokumendid, vastavad arved ja tollideklaratsioon.

1.1.1 Tollideklaratsioon esitatakse juhul, kui:

3. kaubale on kehtestatud impordi- vdi ekspordipiirang.

1.1.2 Kaup maksustatakse vastavalt Eesti seadustele.

1.2 Kaubasaadetiste puhul, mis laaditakse Gmber Ghelt
lennult teisele samas lennujaamas tolli jarelvalve all,
taiendavaid dokumente ei nduta. Kauba saatmisel Eesti
Uhest rahvusvahelisest lennujaamast teise rakendatakse
transiidi tolliprotseduuri.

1.3 Vormistusdokumente ei nduta 6husoéiduki pardal
sdilitatavatele kaupadele, mis veetakse edasi sihtkohta
véljaspool Eestit.

1.4 Ohu teel eksporditavate kaupade puhul on
tollivormistamiseks néutavad jargmised dokumendid:

tollideklaratsioon,

kauba saatedokumendid ja vastavad arved,

kauba péritolu tdendav dokument,

ostu-muitgileping voi

muu kauba seaduslikku valdamist tdendav dokument.

2 Toidu- ja veterinaarkontroll

2.1 Uldiselt

Toidu, loomade ja loomsete saadustega kauplemist, importi
ning eksporti reguleerivad Eestis alates 01. maist 2004, kui
Eestist sai Euroopa Liidu taievoliline lige, Euroopa Liidu
vastavate digusaktidega kooskolas olevad “Toiduseadus”,
“Loomade ja loomsete saadustega kauplemise ning nende
impordi ja ekspordi veterinaarjarelevalve seadus”,
“Loomatauditdrje seadus”, "Veterinaarkorralduse seadus”
ja “Loomakaitseseadus”.

Jéarelevalvet veterinaar- ja toidukontrollile alluvate kaupade
impordil, ekspordil ja liikmesriikidevahelisel kauplemisel
teostab Veterinaar- ja Toiduamet.

GEN 1.4 ENTRY, TRANSIT AND DEPAR-
TURE OF CARGO

1 Customs requirements concerning cargo
and other articles

1.1 Documents required for customs clearance are the
documents concerning consignment of goods, the relevant
invoices and a customs declaration.

1.1.1 Customs declaration shall be submitted if:

—_

the goods are subject to taxation;

2. the value of the goods exceeds 1000 euros or the
amount of the goods exceeds 1000 kg or;

3. the goods are subject to restriction on importation or

exportation.

1.1.2 Cargo shipments are taxed according to the Estonian
Law.

1.2 As regards air cargo simply being transshipped from
one flight to another flight at the same airport under customs
supervision, no particular documents are required. In the
case of cargo being transferred to another international
airport in Estonia, the transit procedure must be adhered
to.

1.3 No clearance documents are required with respect to
goods retained on board an aircraft for on-carriage to a
destination outside Estonia.

1.4 Upon exportation, the following documents are required
for the customs clearance of shipments to be exported by
air:

customs declaration,

waybills and corresponding invoices,

a document certifying the origin of the goods,

a contract of purchase and sale or

other document certifying legal possession of the
goods.

2 Food and veterinary control

2.1 General

Since 1% May 2004, when Estonia became the member of
the European Union, trading with, import and export of food,
animals and animal products is regulated with ,Food Act”,
,Veterinary Supervision over Trade in, Import and Export
of Animals and Animal Products Act”, ,Infectious Animal
Disease Control Act”, ,Veterinary Activities Organisation
Act” and ,Animal Protection Act”, which are consistent with
the relevant legislation of the European Union.

Supervision over import, export and trade between the
member states of the goods subject to veterinary and food
control is exercised by Veterinary and Food Board.

Relevant information as well as application and document
forms are published on the website of the Veterinary and

Food Board (www.vet.agri.ee).
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2.2 Toidukontroll

Uldjuhul on toidu Eestisse toimetamine ning eksport lubatud
riigipiiri seaduse alusel rahvusvaheliseks liikluseks avatud
piiripunkti kaudu. Sellist toitu, mille suhtes tuleb Euroopa
Parlamendi ja ndukogu méaéruse (EU) nr 178/2002 artikli 53
I6ike 1 punkti b alusel kehtestatud Euroopa Liidu
oigusaktidest tulenevalt kontrolli teostada piiripunktis, on
lubatud importida Gksnes Euroopa Komisjoni 6igusaktiga
kehtestatud loetelus nimetatud piiripunkti kaudu.

Kirjeldatud juhul tuleb toidu importimisest teavitada selle
piiripunkti ametnikku, mille kaudu toitu kavatsetakse
importida véhemalt 24 tundi ette. Piiripunktis kontrollitakse
toiduga kaasasolevaid dokumente ja toidu vastavust nendes
dokumentides esitatud kirjeldustele ja vajadusel teostatakse
toidu fuusilist kontrolli.

Péllumajandusministri 6. mértsi 2007. a maéruses nr 19 on
kehtestatud kombineeritud nomenklatuuri rubriigid ja
alamrubriigid, mille alla kuuluva mitteloomse toidu
importimisel tehtavate jarelevalvetoimingute eest tasutakse
riigildivu «Riigildivuseaduse» §-s 212 satestatud maaras.

Sellise teabe puhul, mis annab alust kahtlustada imporditava
toidu mittenduetekohasust voi ohtlikkust, vdi muu
pdhjendatud kahtluse korral kontrollivad Maksu- ja Tolliameti
jarelevalveametnikud toiduga kaasasolevaid dokumente ja
teavitavad tulemustest Veterinaar- ja Toiduametit.

2.3 EL harmoniseeritud veterinaarkontroll

Loomi ja loomseid saadusi voib EL-i territooriumile toimetada
ainult 1abi EL-i valispiiril asuva ja seda tlilipi kauba
kontrollimiseks tunnustatud piiripunkti. Piiripunktis teostatava
loomade ja loomsete saaduste veterinaarkontrolli korda
kehtestav EL-i seadusandlus on harmoniseeritud ehk
Uhtlustatud, millest tulenevalt on impordil teostatava
veterinaarkontrolli pohimétted kdikides liikmesriikides
Uhesugused. Veterinaarkontrolli toimingud on otseselt
seotud imporditud kauba iseloomust tulenevate riskidega.

Té&pse loetelu piiripunktis veterinaarkontrolli kuuluvatest
imporditavatest loomse péritoluga kaupadest kehtestab
Euroopa Komisjoni otsus nr 2007/275.

2.4 EL-s harmoniseerimata veterinaarkontroll

Eestisse imporditavatele loomadele ja loomsetele
saadustele, millel puuduvad Uhtsed impordi
veterinaarnduded, on kehtestatud Veterinaar- ja Toiduameti
peadirektori 18. veebruari 2005. aasta késkkirjaga nr 108
veterinaarsertifikaadi v6i muu asjakohase dokumendi
taotlemise, menetlemise ja valjastamise kord.

Koénealuste dokumentide voi sertifikaatide taotlemiseks tuleb
esitada Veterinaar- ja Toiduametile vormikohane taotlus.
Taotlus menetletakse ameti kauplemise ning impordi ja
ekspordi osakonnas 30 pdeva jooksul ning sellele
vastatakse kirjalikult. Taotluse menetlemisel vdib Veterinaar-
ja Toiduamet (www.vet.agri.ee) nduda tdiendavat
informatsiooni. Taotluse menetlemise tulemusena
véljastatakse vastava sertifikaadi eesti- ja ingliskeelne mudel
(mudeli koostamisel arvestatakse kauba paritoluriigi voi -
piirkonna episootilist olukorda ja kauba iseloomu, sertifikaadi

2.2 Food control

As a general rule, import of foodstuffs to and export of
foodstuffs from Estonia may be carried out through border
inspection points open to international travel under the State
Borders Act. The foodstuffs, which are, under EU legislation
adopted under Article 53 (1) (b) of the Regulation

No 178/2002 of the European Parliament and of the Council
subject to inspection in the border inspection point, may be
imported only through the border inspection point included
in the list provided by the legislation of the European Com-
mission.

In this case, the official of the border inspection point through
which the foodstuffs are intended to be imported, must be
given at least 24 hours advance notice. In the border inspec-
tion points the accompanying documents of the foodstuffs
and the conformity of the foodstuffs with the descriptions
provided in the documents are checked; if necessary,
physical inspection of the foodstuffs is carried out.

In the Regulation No 19 of the Minister of Agriculture of
6" March 2007, the headings and subheadings of the
combined nomenclature of goods are provided. The inspec-
tion operations carried out on imported foodstuffs of non-
animal origin under the nomenclature are subject to payment
of state fee in the amount provided in § 212 of the ,State
Fees Act”.

If there is information, which gives grounds to suspect that
the imported foodstuffs do not conform to the requirements
or are dangerous, or in case there are any other justified
suspicions, the inspection officials of the Tax and Customs
Board check the documents accompanying the foodstuffs
and inform the Veterinary and Food Board of the results.

2.3 EU harmonised veterinary control

Animals and animal products may be imported to the territ-
ory of EU only through the border inspection points at the
external border which are approved to check this kind of
goods. EU has harmonized the legislation on the procedures
of veterinary check of animals and animal products at border
inspection points and the rules of veterinary check conduc-
ted on imported goods are the same in all the Member
States. The procedures of veterinary check are directly re-
lated to the hazards deriving from the nature of goods.

Specific list of imported animal products to be subject to
controls at border inspection points is established by the
Decision No 2007/275 of the European Commission.

2.4 Veterinary control not harmonized in the EU

The procedures for applying, processing and issuing of
veterinary certificate or other relevant document for the an-
imals and animal products imported to Estonia, which are
not regulated by joint veterinary requirements on import are
established by the Directive No 108 of the Director General

of the Veterinary and Food Board of 18" February 2005.

To apply for the mentioned documents, a standard format
application must be submitted to the Veterinary and Food
Board. The application will be processed in the trading, im-
port and export department of the Board in 30 days and a
written reply will be sent to the applicant. When processing
the application, Veterinary and Food Board
(www.vet.agri.ee) may require additional information. As
the result, a model certificate in Estonian and English (when
drafting the model, the epizootic situation in the country or
area of origin of the goods, the nature of goods, common
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dldlevinud sisu- ja vormireegleid) véi muu asjakohane
dokument.

Kui kauba importimisega voib kaasneda oht inimeste ja/voi
loomade tervisele vdi ilmnevad muud nduetele
mittevastavust kinnitavad asjaolud, keeldutakse taotluse
edasisest menetlemisest.

2.5 Piirangud

Kui riigis voi selle piirkonnas, kust imporditavad loomad voi
loomsed saadused on périt, iimneb vai levib rahvusvaheliselt
teatamiskohustuslikuks tunnistatud loomataud, zoonoos voi
muu haigus voi looma vdi inimese tervist ohustav asjaolu,
on Veterinaar- ja Toiduameti peadirektoril digus viivitamata
peatada loomade vdi loomsete saaduste import kdnealusest
riigist voi selle piirkonnast voi piirata loomade vdi loomsete
saaduste edasist kasutamist.

Kehtestatud piirangud avalikustatakse Veterinaar- ja
Toiduameti veebilehel (www.vet.agri.ee) ning neist
teavitatakse mainitud riigi paddevat jarelevalveasutust.

3 Taimetervise kontroll sisseveol

3.1 Uldiselt

Taimede ja taimsete saaduste Ghendusevélisest riigist
Eestisse toimetamist reguleerib alates 1. maist 2004
taimekaitseseadus. Péllumajandus- ja Toiduamet (PTA)
teostab riiklikku ja haldusjarelevalvet taimede, taimsete
saaduste v0i muude objektide sisseveo taimetervise nduete
taitmise Ule, ohtlike taimekahjustajate ja nende
peremeestaimede kéitlemise nduete taitmise Ule.

Asjakohane teave avalikustatakse Pdllumajandus- ja
Toiduameti veebilehel ja Euroopa Komisjoni veebilehel.

3.2 Taimetervise jarelevalvetoimingutest

Vastavalt vastavatele Euroopa Liidu digusaktidele (Euroopa
Parlamendija Noukogu maarus (EL) 2016/2031, Komisjoni

practices with regard to the contents and form of the certi-
ficate are taken into account) or some other relevant docu-
ment is issued.

If the import of goods may cause hazards to human or an-
imal health or other circumstances indicating non-compli-
ance with requirements occur, further processing of the
application is refused.

2.5 Restrictions

When infectious animal disease subject to international
notification, zoonosis or other disease or circumstances
endangering human or animal health occur or spread in the
country or area of origin of the imported animals or animal
products, the Director General of the Veterinary and Food
Board have right to immediately suspend the import of an-
imals or animal products from such country or area.

The restrictions shall be published on the website of the
Veterinary and Food Board (www.vet.agri.ee); the competent
supervisory authority of the country concerned shall be in-
formed of the restrictions.

3 Plant Health Inspection on Importation

3.1 General

Since 01 MAY 2004 the conveyance of plants and plant
products from third countries into Estonia is regulated under
Plant Protection Act. The Agriculture and Food Board ex-
ecutes state and administrative supervision of compliance
with plant health requirements for the conveyance of plants,
plant products or other objects and requirements for hand-
ling harmful pest and their host plants.

Relevant information is published on the website of Agricul-
ture and Food Board and website of European Commission.

3.2 Plant Health Supervision Steps

In accordance with relevant European Union legislation
(Requlation (EU) 2016/2031 of the European Parliament of

Loetelu piiripunktidest, mille kaudu vdib taimi, taimseid
saadusi ja muid objekte Uhendusevalisest riigist Eestisse
toimetada, on avaldatud Pdllumajandus- ja Toiduameti
veebilehel.

Ettevotted, kes tegelevad taimetervise kontrollile kuuluvate
kaupade impordiga Euroopa Liidu vélisest riigist Eestisse,
peavad olema registreeritud riiklikus taimetervise registris.
Kauba sisseveost tuleb teavitada infosuisteemi TRACES
NT (Trade Control and Expert System NT) kaudu, esitades
piiripunktile Uhtse sisseveodokumendi | osa
(CHEDPP/USTD-TS) enne saadetise fusilist saabumist
piirile.

Taimede, taimsete saaduste ja muude objektide
Uhendusevalisest riigist Eestisse toimetamisel peab

the Council, Commission Implementing Requlation (EU)
2019/2072) certain plants, plant products and other objects
imported from non-Community countries are subject to
phytosanitary inspection carried out by the Agriculture and
Food Board before their release for free circulation.

Conveyance of the consignment containing plant material
from a non-Community country to Estonia is permitted only
through border inspection points intended for such purpose
at the external frontiers of the Community. The list of border
crossing points through which plants, plant products and
other objects may be transported from a non-Community
country to Estonia is published on the website of Agriculture
and Food Board.

Companies engaged in the import of goods subject to plant
health control from a country outside the European Union
to Estonia must be registered in the state plant health re-
gister. The import of goods must be notified via the TRACES
NT (Trade Control and Expert System NT) information
system by presenting Part | of the Single Import Document
(CHEDPP / USTD-TS) to the border inspection post before
the physical arrival of the consignment at the border.

Upon delivery of plants, plant products and other objects
from a non-Community country to Estonia, the consignment
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kaubasaadetise juures olema paritoluriigi jarelevalveasutuse
véljastatud nduetekohane fltosanitaarsertifikaat, mis
téendab kaubasaadetise koosseisu kuuluva taime, taimse
saaduse ja muu objekti taimetervisenbuete vastavust.

Vastavalt Euroopa Parlamendi ja Noukogu maarusele (EL)
2017/625 teostab PTA ametnik taimetervise kontrolli, et
tuvastada taimede, taimsete saaduste ja muude objektide
nduetekohasus.

3.3 Piirangud

Komisjoni rakendusmaéaruse (EL) 2019/2072 VI LISA-s on
loetletud taimed ja taimsed saadused, mille sissevedu ei
ole lubatud.

According to the Regulation (EU) 2017/625 of the European
Parliament and of the Council the Agriculture and Food
Board carries out phytosanitary inspection in order to
identify the compliance with requirements.

3.3 Restrictions

The list of plants and plant products whose importation from
third countries is prohibited, is established by Commission
Implementing Regulation (EU) 2019/2072 ANNEX IV.
